For the past two years Grace Church has worked closely with Great Lakes Navy Relief. Members
of Grace have donated gently used clothing and household items to the Thrift Store at Great Lakes.

There have been two changes recently at the Thrift Store. Terry Thomas, Director of the Navy-

many years had to be taken down. The new building has 60% less space than the former one.
